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INTRODUCTION

The collection of Urdu books in the India Office Library,
at present amounting to nearly 30,000 volumes, is probably one
of the largest single collections anywhere outside the sub-
continent. It is divided into three main sequences, one of
which comprises Vernacular Tracts. A substantial part of this
latter collection was described in J.F. Blumhardt's Catalogue
of Hindustani Books (London, 1900), and the present catalogue
lists the remaining tracts, about 2400 works.

These tracts, mostly small books and pamphlets on a wide
variety of subjects, are bound together in a series of volumes.
As most were printed on poor quality paper, they have not
usually survived elsewhere, and the India Office Library is
fortunate in having preserved such a large number, although
many are regrettably disintegrating and may not be available to
readers until after they have been repaired.

Urdu (or Hindustani as it was called during the British
period) is a language widely used throughout the sub-continent.
This is very much reflected by the works listed in this volume
which include publications from almost all the principal cities
and towns.

Urdu language and literature form the larger group,
followed closely by religion, biographies, histories of towns
and states and translations from other languages. Foremost is
the seétion on Urdu poetry which includes works of famous poets,
such as GhAlib, Saudd, HE1Y, Zaug, and IgbEl, as well as minor
writers.

The literature on religious controversies listed under
Ahmadfyat, Arya Samaj, Christianity, Islam, etc shows how
various communities in India reacted to the challenge posed
by Christian missionaries, and also their own internal

dissensions.

The beginning of the twentieth century also witnessed
the resurgence of nationalism in India. Works on Muslim
politics, the Svadeshi movement, Home Rule, etc are listed
under Indis-Politics and government.

The works are arranged, with modifications, by the Library
of Congress subject headings, and entries under each subject
heading are arranged alphabetically by author or title.

Translations of literary works are given under the
original language, and whenever possible the original title
is given in parentheses.

The system of transliteration used is basically the

same as that adopted by J.F. Blumhardt, and later on accepted
by the Library of Congress. However some later modifications
by the Library of Congress, like c¢ for ch, and yi for iz3fat
are not followed here. The vowel zer in words like Dehli,
Mehr etc has been transliterated by e rather than i. The
transliteration table used in this work is given on the next
page.

Finally I would like to express my thanks to Mrs U. Sims-
Williams, Assistant Keeper Islamic languages, Mr M. O'Keefe,
Assistant Keeper Classical Indian languages, Dr D. Matthews,
lecturer in Urdu and Nepali, School of Oriental and African
Studies, University of lLondon, and Sayyid Mu‘in-ud-Din Shah
Qadiri, lecturer in Urdu, Polytechnic of Central London, who
read the draft and offered many valuable suggestions.
